SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between the CITY OF URBANA, an Illinois
Municipal Corporation, hereinafter referred to as the "City"), and UNITED CITIZENS AND
NEIGHBORS, (hereinafter referred to as the " Subgrantee”).

WHEREAS, the City has been designated as an entitlement community by the U. S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development (hereinafter "HUD") under provisions of the
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and the City will receive an
entitlement of funds during the period July 1, 2003 - June 30, 2004, pursuant to the Community
Development Block Grant Program (hereinafter "CDBG Program™); and,

WHEREAS, the Urbana City Council has adopted a2003-2004 CDBG Program and budget
which authorizes establishment of a neighborhood organization grant program to encourage
formation of representative neighborhood-based organizations and to assist such organizationsin
building capacity to provide servicesto its constituent residents; and,

WHEREAS, the City has the right and authority under said CDBG Program to allocate a
portion of its funds to the Subgrantee for purposes of facilitating organizational development and
service delivery; and,

WHEREAS, the City, as a condition of its assistance to the Subgrantee and in accordance
with regulations of the Community Development Block Grant Program, requires the Subgrantee to
file with the City certain attachments which are hereby incorporated and made part hereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties do hereby agree asfollows:

1 The preamble set forth above is hereby incorporated and made part of this Subrecipient
Aqgreement.

2. The City does hereby agree to make a grant to the Subgrantee in the sum of $2,5,000 (Two
Thousand Five Hundred 00/100 Doallars). Subgrantee agreesto abide by the CDBG Program
and to use said funds for the purpose of carrying out Subrecipient Agreement No. 0304-07

3. The Subgrantee shall at all times observe and comply with all laws, ordinances, or
regulations of the federal, state, county, and local government which may in any manner
affect the performance of this Subrecipient Agreement, and the Subgrantee shall beliableto
perform all acts to the City in the same manner the City performs these functions to the
Federal government.

The Subgrantee agrees and authorizesthe City and HUD to conduct on-sitereviews, examine
Subgrantee records and to conduct any other procedures and practices to assure compliance
with this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall execute and abide by the terms of Attachment A, Equal Employment
Opportunity Certification, and with al City of Urbana Affirmative Action requirements.

The Subgrantee shall complete Attachment B, Assurances, and submit said document to the
City as a condition of final execution of this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall complete Attachment C, Statement of Special Conditions, and submit
said document to the City as a condition of final execution of this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee represents to the City that the aforesaid project shall begin on July 1, 2003
and terminate on or before June 30, 2004, unless otherwise extended in a written
modification to this Subrecipient Agreement executed by the City and Subgrantee.

The Subgrantee shall not assign this Subrecipient Agreement nor any part thereof and the
Subgrantee shall not transfer nor assign any funds or claims due hereunder without the prior
written approval of the City. Any transfer or assignment of funds pursuant to this
Subrecipient Agreement, either inwhole or in part, or any interest therein, which shall bedue
or become due to the Subgrantee, shall be of no force and effect.

Theallocation of these funds shall in no way obligate the City for any financial responsibility
incurred by the project in excess of the stipulated allocation. The allocation of these funds
shall in no way obligate the City to bear responsibilities for the maintenance of any project
under the provision of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, asamended.

This Subrecipient Agreement neither obligates nor precludesthe City from further accepting
or distributing funds entitled to the City and neither restricts nor limitsthe powers of the City
to use such funds pursuant to the provisions of the Housing and Community Devel opment
Act of 1974, as amended.

This Subrecipient Agreement neither obligates nor precludes the Subgrantee from further
accepting funds or assistance pursuant to the Housing and Community Development Act of
1974, as amended.

The Subgrantee agrees to protect, indemnify, hold and save harmless, and defend the City
against any and all claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses, including but not limited to
attorneys feesincurred by reason of alaw suit or claim for compensation arising in favor of
any person, including the employees or officers or independent contractors or subcontractors
or agents of the Subgrantee, on account of personal injuriesor death, or damagesto property
occurring, growing out of, incident to, or resulting under this project, whether such loss,
damage, injury or liability is contributed to by the negligence of the City or its officers,
employeesor agents, or by the premisesthemsel ves or any equipment thereon whether latent
or patent, or from other causes whatsoever, except that Subgrantee shall havenoliability for
damages or the costsincident thereto caused by the sole negligence of the City, or itsofficers,
employees or agents.

It ismutually understood and agreed that the Subgrantee shall have full control of the ways
and means of performing the servicesreferred to herein, subject to guidelines established in
Attachment C, and that the Subgrantee or its employees, representatives, subcontractors, or
agents are in no sense employees of the City.

The Subgrantee understands and agrees that in the procurement of supplies, equipment,
construction and services, the following conflict of interest provisions shall apply.

A. No persons who exercise or have exercised any functions or responsibilities with
respect to activities assisted under this Subrecipient Agreement, or who are in a
position to participate in a decision-making process or gain inside information with
regard to such activities, may obtain afinancial interest or benefit from a CDBG-
assisted activity, either for themselves or those with whom they have business or
family ties, during their tenure or for one year thereafter.

B. This conflict of interest provision shall apply to any person who is an employee,
agent, consultant, officer or elected official or appointed official of the Subgrantee or
the City.

C. Upon written request, exceptionsto the conflict of interest provisions may be granted
by the City on a case-by-case basis but only after the Subgrantee has disclosed the
full nature of the conflict, submitted proof that the disclosure has been made public,
and provided alegal opinion that there would be no violation of state or local law if
the exception were granted.

Upon execution of this Subrecipient Agreement, including the submission of all required
attachments, the City and the Subgrantee shall adhere to the following:

A. The City and Subgrantee shall adhere to all special conditions described in
Attachments A, B and C;

B. Tothe greatest extent feasible all expenditures made under this project shall be made
to Champaign County firms and individuals;

C. Financial records and payments shall comply with al Federal regulations;

D. The Subgrantee agreesto allow any and all auditsof itsrecordsasmay berequired to
permit inspection of program records by representatives of the Urbana Community
Development Department and HUD.

Subgrantee understands and agrees that no Federal appropriated fundswill be paid, by or on
behalf of it, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of
any agency, aMember of Congress, aMember of a State Legidature, aMunicipal Officia,
an officer or employee of Congress, an officer or employee of a State L egidature, an officer
or employee of a Municipal Government, an employee of a Member of Congress, an
employee of a Member of a State Legidature, or an employee of a Municipal Officia in
connection with the awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the
making of any Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the
extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal contract, grant,
loan, or cooperative agreement.

If any funds other than Federa appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any
person for influencing or attempting to influence any of the above listed in connection with
this Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, Subgrantee will complete and
submit Standard Form-LLL, “Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying,” in accordance with its
instructions.

The City may suspend or terminate this Subrecipient Agreement, in whole or in part, if
Subgrantee materially failsto comply with any term of this Subrecipient Agreement, or with
any of the rules, regulations or provisions referred to herein; and the City may declare the
Subgranteeineligible for any further participationinthe CDBG program, in addition to other
remedies as provided by law.

The Subgrantee agreesthat if the City determinesthat the Subgrantee has not complied with
or is not complying with the provisions of the Subrecipient Agreement and so notifies the
Subgrantee by written notice of said violations and the Subgrantee fails to correct said
violations within thirty (30) days from receipt of said notice, the City may terminate this
Subrecipient Agreement by written notice. And may take other action as may be permitted
by this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall submit regular Progress Reports to the City in the form, content, and
frequency asrequired by the City. Requirementsfor said Progress Reports are specified in
Attachment C hereto and made a part hereof.

ATTACHMENT A
EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY CERTIFICATION

STATEMENT OF SPECIAL CONDITIONS

Subgrantee understands and agreesthat it isasubrecipient of Urbana CDBG Program andiseligible
to receive funds for Subgrantee Project No. 0304-07 pursuant to this Subrecipient Agreement.

Thefollowing conditions, in addition to those established in the attached City of Urbana Guidelines
for Neighborhood Organization Grant Program, this Subrecipient Agreement itself, and other
attachmentsthereto, and federa, state, county, and city laws, regulations, and procedures pertinent to
this project, have been set forth and must also be complied with in order for Subgrantee to receive
CDBG Program assistance for Subgrantee Project No. 0304-07.

Thisagreement isintended to fund administrative and service delivery costs by Subgrantee,
during the period beginning July 1, 2003, (subject to City Council authorization of this
agreement) and June 30, 2004, and is contingent upon the Subgrantee operating the Scope of
Service herein outlined during this period.

Scope of Service

Funds shall be used for administrative purposes directly associated the following:
Investigate organizing and service initiatives for the Greater Crystal Lake Park and
King Park Neighborhoods.
Begin work on aNeighborhood Plan by researching neighborhood organizing efforts,
interviewing leaders of successful groups locally and nationally and surveying
neighborhood needs.

Funds received by Subgrantee pursuant to this Subrecipient Agreement shall be used as
follows.

Staff/Consulting costs related to the investigation of the organizing and service
initiatives noted above in the Scope of Services.
Printing and postage costs related to the above effort.

Subgrantee's Project budget may be modified, with the written approval of the City, within
the parameters of the total Project grant allocation.

Subgrantee shall retain records of all activities funded pursuant to this Subrecipient
Agreement, including copiesof al invoicesand receipts, for aperiod of three yearsfrom the
termination of the Project. These records shall be available for inspection upon request by
the City or HUD.

Subgrantee shall submit awritten report of activities undertaken pursuant to this Subreci pient
Agreement no later than July 31, 2004.



The City shall reimburse Subgrantee up to $2,500 for eligible activities undertaken pursuant
to this Subrecipient Agreement as detailed above. The City shall make such payments
available to the Subgrantee within 21 calendar days of receipt of an acceptable itemized
billing from Subgrantee.
Documentation which must accompany itemized billing includes copies of paid receiptsfor
purchased supplies and materials, and postage expenses,
copy services (a copy of printed material must also be included),
timesheets and/or copies of direct billings for staff and consulting expenses.
